Old Testament Reading Genesis 22:1-18

After these things God tested Abraham. He said to him, ‘Abraham!” And he said, ‘Here |
am.” He said, ‘Take your son, your only son Isaac, whom you love, and go to the land of
Moriah, and offer him there as a burnt-offering on one of the mountains that | shall show
you.” So Abraham rose early in the morning, saddled his donkey, and took two of his
young men with him, and his son Isaac; he cut the wood for the burnt-offering, and set
out and went to the place in the distance that God had shown him.

On the third day Abraham looked up and saw the place far away.

Then Abraham said to his young men, ‘Stay here with the donkey; the boy and | will go
over there; we will worship, and then we will come back to you.” Abraham took the
wood of the burnt-offering and laid it on his son Isaac, and he himself carried the fire
and the knife. So the two of them walked on together. Isaac said to his father
Abraham, ‘Father!” Andhe said, ‘Here | am, my son.” He said, ‘The fire and the wood
are here, but where is the lamb for a burnt-offering?’ Abraham said, ‘God himself will
provide the lamb for a burnt-offering, my son.” So the two of them walked on together.
When they came to the place that God had shown him, Abraham built an altar there
and laid the wood in order. He bound his son Isaac, and laid him on the altar, on top of
the wood. Then Abraham reached out his hand and took the knife to kill his son. But
the angel of the Lord called to him from heaven, and said, ‘Abraham, Abraham!” And
he said, ‘Here | am.’ He said, ‘Do not lay your hand on the boy or do anything to him;



for now | know that you fear God, since you have not withheld your son, your only son,
from me.” And Abraham looked up and saw a ram, caught in a thicket by its horns.
Abraham wentand took the ram and offered it up as a burnt-offering instead of his

son. So Abraham called that place ‘“The Lord will provide’; as it is said to

this day, ‘On the mount of the Lord it shall be provided.” The angel of the Lord called
to Abraham a second time from heaven, and said, ‘By myself | have sworn, says the
Lord: Because you have done this, and have not withheld your son, your only son, |
will indeed bless you, and Iwill make your offspring as numerous as the stars of
heaven and as thesand that is on the seashore. And your offspring shall possess the
gateof their enemies, and by your offspring shall all the nations of the earth gain
blessing for themselves, because you have obeyed my voice.’

New Testament Reading Acts 8:26-40

Then an angel of the Lord said to Philip, ‘Get up and go towards the south to the road
that goes down from Jerusalem to Gaza.’ (This is a wilderness road.) So he got up
and went. Now there was an Ethiopian eunuch, a court official of the Candace, queen
of the Ethiopians, in charge of her entire treasury. He had come to Jerusalem to
worship andwas returning home; seated in his chariot, he was reading the prophet
Isaiah. Then the Spirit said to Philip, ‘Go over to this chariot and join

it.” So Philip ran up to it and heard him reading the prophet Isaiah. He asked, ‘Do you
understand what you are reading?’ He replied, ‘How canl, unless someone guides me?’
And he invited Philip to get in and sit beside him. Now the passage of the scripture that
he was reading was this: ‘Like a sheep he was led to the slaughter, and like a lamb
silentbefore its shearer, so he does not open his mouth. In his humiliation justice was
denied him. Who can describe his generation? For his life is taken away from the earth.’
The eunuch asked Philip, ‘About whom, may | ask you, does the prophet say this, about
himself or about someone else?’ Then Philip began to speak, and starting with this
scripture, he proclaimed to him the good news about Jesus. As they were going along
the road, they came to some water; and the eunuch said, ‘Look, here is water! What is
to prevent me from being baptized?’ He commanded the chariot to stop, and both of
them, Philip and the eunuch, went down into the water, and Philip baptized him. When
they came up out of the water, the Spirit of the Lord snatched Philip away; the eunuch
saw him no more,and went on his way rejoicing. But Philip found himself at Azotus, and
as he was passing through the region, he proclaimed the good news to all the towns
until he came to Caesarea.
